About learning Modern Hebrew. We begin from scratch, by learning to recognize, write

(cursive) and pronounce the letters in the Hebrew alphabet. You can prepare beforehand, just
become acquainted with the letters and the writing system. Watch this short YouTube clip a few
times. You can start learning writing already! You can learn the letters quickly. We will still work
on them the first two weeks in class as you learn to say simple words and expressions from the
very beginning. It takes some effort to learn to write and to pronounce non-familiar sounds.

However, with lots of practice and repetitions your skills will progress.

Attendance: A good piece of advice is to partake in all classes. Attendance is not mandatory. You
have 30 classes, you should try to attend as many as you can. You will have both homework and

mandatory assignments. The mandatory assignments is to be handed in on time.

To learn a new language will take time, and there is always something new ahead of you, new
vocabulary, new grammatical topics, as well as much reading and listening comprehension to
exercise. In class, your teachers as well as your course mates will guide you through this Hebrew
learning experience. The course is half time, twice a week, (look at the schedule), and you should

count on 20 studying hours per week.
